The Power of God – Hands and Feet 
 

A drear friend of Dream Riders wanted to put an article in the South Carolina Equestrian Ministries (SCEM) 

newsletter about Dream Riders. This is a Christian organization of believers in Christ, with a mission to take 

the news of Christôs saving grace to the equestrian world and beyond. We felt the article was so good that we 

asked permission to share it with you. 
How often have we, as Christians, heard those words, thought of them, said them? 

Dream Riders, a therapeutic riding program in Lexington, SC takes the words ñbeing the hands and feet of 

Godò and puts them into action. 

I spoke with Corky Dyer about Dream Riders and how they óserve God, by helping people, using horsesô. ñGod 

is with us in everything, every step we take, choosing every horse, He is in this place. He lives here.ò This is 

how Corky answered the question ï óHow does your faith come alive in this program?ò We continue our 

discussion and she tells me the story of how God made Dream Riders. 

Corky, then later her daughter, Jennifer, always had a passion for horses. In addition, as a young married 

couple, the Dyer family had a heart to serve people with disabilities. Doors opened, first in the Greenville area, 

then in Lexington. It was part of Godôs plan that they would later have a son who faces his own physical 

challenges. As the older sister, Jennifer would often lead her little brother, Lew, around on her pony. The family 

saw how others could benefit from this just as Lew had. In 1998, Dream Riders was óbornô. Corky said that with 

all the strange things that happened along the way it was evident that God was bringing this about. Donations 

that came in which directly matched the feed store bill, the way horses and people came into the Dream Riders 

mission. Even an online search for a horse for the program, with Corky in one room on one device, and 

Jennifer in a different room, using a second device ï both of them ecstatic to show the other about a horse 

they had found. They show each other - The Same Horse! Only God can work like that. 

As stated on their website, www.dreamrider.org, the Dream Riders official mission statement is: ñOur mission is 

to provide an opportunity for people with special needs to benefit from equine assisted activities in a safe 

environmentò. As I was speaking with Corky, I realized that the real purpose of Dream Riders is to be The 

Hands and Feet, not only of Jesus in their loving service, but for the people they serve. Many of those who 

come to Dream Riders canôt walk, canôt care for themselves unaided, some canôt speak, but while they are on 

the horse they are free. 

The hands of the volunteers are there to give aid when needed, to reach out in safety, or congratulatory pats, 

or even hugs. These hands tend to the students, the horses, the farm, the staff, the community. 

But itôs the horses that provide the true freedom. Their feet become their ridersô wings. 

Corky relates a story about a young woman with MS. Her disease had advanced to the point where she 

needed assistance to get from the car to the specially designed mounting block. Every step was a struggle, 

every movement on her part, an effort. Corky asked her, ñWhy do you do this? What makes this so important 

for you to go through all this work?ò The womanôs answer ï ñBecause for one hour a week I donôt have to think 

about anything other than competing in the games you set up.ò While sheôs on the horse sheôs free to go, to 

do, and to be.
